
SPECIAL COLLECTIONS 
To find your collection weeks, download  
the Simcoe County Collects App or consult 
the calendar on the back of this pamphlet.

CHRISTMAS TREES
Place trees out by 7 a.m. on the Monday 
of your garbage collection week. Remove 
plastic tree bags, decorations, tinsel, lights, 
and stands. Place trees at the end of your 
cleared driveway, not in snowbanks or on 
the road.  
 
LEAF AND YARD WASTE COLLECTION
Place material out by 7 a.m. on the Monday 
of your garbage collection week. Set out in 
paper yard waste bags, cardboard boxes, or 
open-top rigid containers. Max. weight per 
bag/box is 20 kg (44 lbs). Bundle brush with  
natural twine, maximum 2 m long and  
30 cm diameter. 

BATTERIES
Collection occurs Nov. 2-5.  
Place battery bag on top of  
your closed organics cart

BULKY ITEM COLLECTION
For items that do not fit in your cart,  
contact Service Simcoe at 1-800-263-3199  
to schedule a bulky item collection any 
time of the year. (fees apply).

•	Carts should be placed two feet apart 
and two feet from all objects. 

•	Arrows on top of cart should point  
toward the street. 

•	Every extra bag of garbage must have  
a garbage tag affixed to the neck of the 
bag and be placed two feet from carts.  
(max 5 standard-sized garbage bags) 

•	Organics should be wrapped in 
newspaper or certified compostable  
bags (no plastic bags or packaging).
